4. Turn to the expanded table of contents beginning on page A2. The titles of the readings in each collection are in black. What’s the title of the first reading in Collection 7? Who is the author?

5. This reading is a poem. What other types of readings are there in this collection?

6. Besides the readings, each collection has other activities in it. In the Contents these activities are prefaced in colors other than black. Name two of these activities from collection 7.

7. What activity can be found at the end of every collection?
8. Throughout the book can be found sections entitled Cultural Points of View. How are these sections set apart from everything else in the Contents?

9. Turn to page 305. What is being compared in this section? What reading skill is emphasized?
10.  Each section includes a timeline. Look at the timeline for Collection 6 on pages 740 and 741. When was Alice’s Adventures in Wonderland by Lewis Carroll published? 
11. After the Contents section, there are lists of passages. How many lists are there? How are the lists organized?
12. Look in Selections By Theme. List two stories that focus on life and loss.
13. Find the story Tuesday Siesta from the Life and Loss section of Selections By Theme. What is included before the story to help the reader understand what he or she is about to read?
14. After Collection 7 there is a Resource Center section which includes helpful information. What are the eight main sections of the Resource Center?

15. Find Test Smarts in the Resource Center. List three strategies for taking multiple-choice tests.
16. How many different indexes are included in the textbook? What are the names of the indexes?

17. On what page does the reading “Don’t Ask Me What to Wear” begin?

18. Which section might be helpful if you need to review clauses, or other grammatical concepts?

19. What is an appositive? To find out, turn to page 1210. What section is this? Give an example of an appositive.
20. Where in the text can you find definitions of new words? There are two different places. (Hint: Look at the bottom of the pages that have readings.)

21. What is the definition and part of speech for “vociferousness”?
