Daily Procedures
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Every day, we as a class, will follow the following procedures as to provide the most time possible for daily learning.





Students will be in their seats by the late bell.  The will immediately take out their homework and assignment log to be stamped.  The teacher should not have to remind students to do this.  When the teacher comes by to stamp and a student is not prepared, that student will not receive credit for the assignment.


An assignment will be posted at the front of the room at the beginning of every class.  Students will QUIETLY work on this assignment when they sit down, after they take out their homework.  


Every comment, question, or answer given by the students will be preceded by quietly and patiently raising a hand.
