Your altars MUST include the following:
· Introduction of self, including a picture of self.
· 10 adjectives (formed correctly to gender and number)
· 5 adjectives about yourself
· 5 adjectives about other people or things
· 10 likes and dislikes
· 5 foods and drinks
· 5 activities
· Must use the phrases: Yo me llamo, A mí me gusta, no me gusta, yo soy, yo tengo
· Nouns and definite and indefinite articles
· At least 20 pictures.
· All pictures must have a caption.
· Captions must be in complete sentences and completely in Español.
· Captions must have correct spelling and grammar.
· All words on Poster will be in Español.
· At least 1 original creation of your own
· Examples: artwork, music, poem, picture, etc.
· At least 4 elements from Día de los muertos from the book or video.
You may make your altar on poster board, a cardboard box, or even a Power Point presentation, but must include other objects as defined above.

· 10 adjectives (formed correctly to gender and number)
· 5 adjectives about yourself
· 5 adjectives about other people or things
· 10 likes and dislikes
· 5 foods and drinks
· 5 activities
· Must use the phrases: Yo me llamo, A mí me gusta, no me gusta, yo soy, yo tengo
· Nouns with definite and indefinite articles
· Professional appearance during presentation
· Good eye contact with audience
· Loud, clear voice
· Confidence
· Complete sentences
Your oral presentation will be graded according to the rubric below.
