Due Date: Thursday April 1st  

Objetivo:  Crear una leyenda original: Legends are used as a method of communicating beliefs, ideas, or unexplained events that give a community its particular identity. You have read several Mexican legends in class and you will use those legends to help you create your own legend!
Requeridos:

· You will write an original legend in the target language, the story should be a minimum of 1 ½  pages typed.
· You will also create a script for your skit. Must include all characters in your skit and all dialogue- typed. Minimum 1 page in length.
· You will use both the preterite and imperfect tense throughout the story.
· You must include a minimum of 4-5 characters in your story and use descriptions to characterize them.
· You will use target vocabulary words from the unit, as well as extended vocabulary (unit 4.1)
· You will create a skit, (i.e. live skit, puppet show, video presentation, movie) to tell your story to the class. BE CREATIVE! (3-5min. length)
· Each student in the group MUST have a speaking role.

· You will need to include props, costumes, and background music in your skit.  
· You will present your skit orally to the class in the target language.

1. 3/24/10- Select Groups & Brainstorm ideas for your legend. Turn in group member names.
2. 3/25/10- You will complete and turn in a graphic organizer by the end of the class period, and begin working on a rough draft of your legend. H.W: Write a rough draft copy of your legend.

3. 3/29/10:- Must turn in rough draft copy of your story (I will edit and return to you at end of class period). Work on creating script and assigning roles to each student. Work on ideas for skit. H.W: type final draft of story and skit, continue working with your group to create skit (divide work load) 
4. 3/31/10: Last day to finalize project. Work with your group to finish rehearsing skit.
5. 4/1/10: Due Date: Final copy of typed legend and script, Oral presentations of skits.
