1. Write a diary that one of the story's main characters might have kept before, during, or after the book's events. Remember that the character's thoughts and feelings are very important in a diary and should accurately reflect what occurred in the book.  Doodles, pictures, and mementos are encouraged. There needs to be at least 10 one paragraph entries.
2. Create a newspaper that includes all of the characters, plot development, and conflicts and resolutions.  Include things a regular newspaper would have: articles, pictures, columns, entertainment, classifieds, etc.
3. If the story of your book takes place in another country, prepare a travel brochure using pictures you have found or drawn and accurately depict the descriptions in the book.  The brochure must be tri-fold.

4. If your book has a movie version, read the book, watch the movie, and write a one-page comparison of the two.  Make sure to include your opinion at the end and support that opinion with specific details or examples.

5. Design a new book jacket for the book which must contain the title, author’s name, NEW picture, a short summary on the back, and spine information.  I suggest you look at every detail of a book jacket before you begin working.
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
