School Rules…

· You MUST be in your assigned seat and working when the bell rings, otherwise you may be considered TARDY.

Grading Policy…

All grades are based on the number of points possible for any given assignment. A student’s total grade for any marking period is based on the total number of point a student received divided by the total number of points possible, which will result in a percentage grade. The following scale determines the letter grade associated with a student’s percentage grade.

A 	= 	90% - 100%
B 	= 	80% - 89%
C 	= 	70% - 79%
D 	= 	60% - 69%
F 	= 	59% or below

Assignments that are turned in after the specified due date are considered late.

Late Assignments are not accepted.  

If the assignment does not show adequate effort by the student, it will be considered incomplete and the student will not be given full credit.

Absent Make-up Work…

Students are responsible for checking on missed assignments the day he/she returns to school.  Do not ask me for make-up work after you have been back to school for a few days.  That will be too late.  Take responsibility for your education. You will be educated in where to pick those up.

Classroom Procedures…

1) Entering the Classroom
a) All students should enter the room quietly and be in your seat by the time the tardy bell rings.
b) Immediately get your materials ready for the day (i.e.: homework out, pencils sharpened, etc.)
c) Immediately begin your bell work. Bell work is worth daily points and can impact your grade. It can NOT be made up if your absence is unexcused.

2) Tardiness
a) When you are tardy to class, I will make sure you know.
b) Please refer to your student handbook for other information and consequences for tardiness.
c) If you are late from another class AND HAVE A PASS from the teacher, QUIETLY hand it to the teacher and immediately seat yourself and begin working. Please avoid disrupting others.

3) Dismissal
a) Remember “The bell does NOT dismiss you; I DO.”
b) Be sure you have written all assignments in your agenda AND turned in any work before you leave.
c) No one will be dismissed until everyone is at their desks and the room is in order!

4) Getting Materials in Class
a) When you are getting materials out of your backpack, please do so quietly.
b) When you have to get materials by getting out of your seat, get those materials without disruption. If you cause a scene you will have to raise your hand and ask the next time you wish to leave you seat. 
c) When you are getting any materials from other areas in the classroom, do it quickly and quietly—WITHOUT disturbing any other students.

5) Listening and Questioning in Class
a) Please refrain from speaking while others are speaking to our class OR while I am teaching.
b) If you have a question or would like to answer a question, RAISE YOUR HAND and WAIT to be CALLED on.
c) Remember to limit your questions to the class discussion ONLY.  Stay focused!
d) If I am teaching and you must go to the restroom, the pass is hanging by the door quietly get up take the pass sign out and go. If you abuse this privilege it will be taken away. I will trust and respect you until you lose that trust or respect.
e) When I ask for your attention in class, STOP what you are doing IMMEDIATELY and LISTEN carefully.
f) If you choose not to stop and listen, then you are choosing to break the rules and will receive consequences.


6) Absences
a) It is your responsibility to find out what you missed when you have been absent. 
b) You may receive the materials you missed from the What You Missed folder in the turn in box. If you need further explanation please ask during bell work or at the end of class
i) DO NOT ASK ABOUT WORK YOU MISSED IN THE MIDDLE OF OUR LESSON.
c) You have one day for every day that you were absent to make up the work.
d) Make sure you turn in any work that was due the day you were absent as well.
e) Please refer to your student handbook for other information regarding absences.

7) Student Planner/Agenda
a) Using your planner/agenda will help you stay organized!
b) IF your parent/guardian needs a teacher signature in your planner daily, then present it to me at the end of the class period AFTER YOU HAVE WRITTEN your assignments in it.

8) Turning in Assignments/Homework
a) All assignments are due the next day of class, after they are assigned, UNLESS A SPECIFIC DUE DATE IS GIVEN.
b) It is your responsibility to turn in your work on time.
c) Late assignments will result in a loss of points.
d) The appropriate heading should be on ALL assignments or you risk not receiving points and having your paper thrown out.

9) Assignment Heading
a) Write your name and information as clearly as possible. If I cannot read it, I cannot grade it and you may lose points because of illegible work.
b) The following heading is required in the upper right-hand corner of all assignments:

10) No-Name Papers/Assignments
a) Papers/Assignments that are turned in without a name and heading will be thrown away.
b) It is your responsibility to put the proper heading on your assignments—legible and in the proper place.


11) Cooperative Learning (Working in Groups)
a) You may be asked to work in pairs or groups to complete an assignment.
b) When working in this manner, I expect each student to do his or her part on the assignment.
i) Failure to cooperate with one another may result in a lower grade for you and/or your group.
c) You will NOT ALWAYS be in the same group each time.
d) If there are problems, please raise your hand and ask for my help. 

12) Being Prepared for Class
a) Each day you must have your notebook, a pencil or pen, your folder, and any work due that day. 

13) Leaving the Classroom
a) You must have MY PERMISSION to leave the classroom for any reason!
b) You must have a campus pass and/or teacher pass BEFORE you leave the classroom.
c) You MAY NOT leave my classroom to go to another teacher without a note.
d) You may raise your hand and ask to go in an “emergency”, but please do not ask during instruction or discussion time in class.

14) Announcements
a) When announcements come on during class time, sit QUIETLY until we can return to work.
b) When daily announcements are made (in the morning and afternoon), remain quiet and listen carefully.
c) After announcements, you should return immediately to your work.
d) If the announcement is important enough to interrupt our lesson, we need to listen!

15) Moving About the Room
a) Please stay seated during the lesson unless you absolutely need to get up
b) Do NOT jump over desks or chairs in order to get to the other side of the room.
c) Keep your hands and feet to yourself when walking up and down rows.
d) Keep all trash with you at your desk until I dismiss you; then, throw it away as you exit the room.

16) Visitors
a) When visitors are in the classroom, you are to ignore their presence as if they were not even here.
b) I will let you know when it is okay to interact with visitors in this classroom.
c) DO NOT let me know when a visitor has arrived for I am aware of their entrance.
d) DO NOT speak out to them.






17) Participation in Class
a) Part of your grade will be participation.
b) Participation points come from the bell activities, class discussions, and other various class work.
c) See “Grading Policy.”

18) Food/Drinks/Candy
a) You are not allowed to have open food or drinks (water is an exception) in my classroom.
i) Exception:  a medical reason (which requires a note).
b) NO GUM is allowed on campus and in my classroom.
i) You will get asked to throw out your gum.
ii) Multiple offenses of gum chewing will result in disciplinary action. You will receive a penalty from me upon your second time being caught.
c) I reserve the right to THROW OUT ANY FOOD OR DRINKS as I see fit.

19) Behavior Consequences

If any of these procedures are not followed, then you may receive a penalty to be completed within 24 hours of receiving it.  If it is not turned in within this time period, you will receive further consequences from me.
