Math Interactive Notebook

For this summer session, we will be using an Interactive Notebook. The interactive notebook is more than a notebook in which to take notes. It is a way of collecting and processing information. 

The Interactive Notebook uses a right side and left side to help you organize your learning. The right page includes traditional class assignments: notes, handouts, etc. The left side is a place for you to process that information.
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Information side

You write or glue in information
from class (today’s lesson).

Personal side
You interact with the information
in your ungiue and creative way.
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Implementation

· Notebooks can be kept in your backpack or stored in the classroom. Bring it to class every day. It will not be in your best interest to lose it.

· Number the pages sequentially. Do not remove any pages. Both right and left pages should be numbered. 
· The first pages are reserved for a table of contents, and instructions. Other information will be included as appendices.

· Use color to help organize your information.

· Handouts, foldables and other papers should be glued or taped in place. No staples.

· You will need other supplies: markers, glue stick, tape, ruler, pencils, colored pencils

· Notebooks will be graded weekly using self, peer and teacher checklists.

Some ideas for the left side

· advertisement
· annotated illustration
· book or cd cover
· coat of arms
· Comic, cartoon or caricature
· Venn diagram
· Hero/wanted poster
· Invitation
· Postcard
· Diagrams labeled with necessary information.

Purpose: focus on today’s activity


Examples: pre-test, quick-write, demonstration, T-chart, bell work





Purpose: information from today’s activity (learning)


Examples: textbook or lecture notes, vocabulary, lab procedure & data, worksheet, concept map





Purpose: reflect or apply today’s activity


Examples: content questions, quick-write, 3-2-1 summary, diagram, graph, pictures, graphic organizations
