PERSUASIVE SPEECH ASSIGNMENT
For this assignment you will write and orally present a persuasive speech on a topic of your choice. Choose a topic based on the following:
	Have you noticed an injustice that you want to correct or a law that you want to 
	change? Choose an issue that you feel strongly about and write a persuasive speech
	to express your opinion. You might consider writing about a political issue in your
	community, such as treatment of the homeless, pollution, or taxation. You could 
	write about a national or international controversy, such as treatment of refugees.
	You might choose to write about school policies, such as curriculum changes or
	the installation of metal detectors.

You will need to complete a pre-writing activity and written draft of your speech. Additionally, you will present your speech orally to the class. Here are the due dates:

Wednesday, January 20—Pre-writing
Thursday, January 21—first draft of speech (for editing/revision)
Wednesday, January 27—begin oral presentations

You will be graded as follows:

· Pre-write (10 points)—all parts of pre-write are complete
· Draft (15 points)—draft includes introduction with thesis, body paragraphs with supporting details, and a conclusion that restates the main idea and gives a sense of closure
· Revision/editing (15 points)—all parts of revision/editing are complete and paper includes editor signature
· Oral presentation (50 points)—eye contact, posture, tone, pacing, presentation, arguments, persuasive elements, etc (specifics given in a separate handout)
· Evaluations (10 points)—evaluations of peer speeches
